Required text:  Algebra- UCSMP
Required Supplies:  Three-ring binder with dividers, graphing calculator (TI-83, TI-83 plus, or TI-84 plus recommended).

Course Description:  This course investigates the various aspects of algebra.   Students will study the Common Core State Standards: Number and Quantity, Algebra, Functions, Modeling, and Statistics and Probability.  Students will be expected to read the material in each section, take notes, and complete daily homework assignments.  Students will use the textbook and online resources on a regular basis.    
Homework:  All homework is to be completed in pencil and will be assigned to help students master the material covered in class.  All problems must be attempted with all work shown.  Homework may be graded for completeness and/or correctness.  

Conduct:
· Follow all policies set forth by the school

· Be prepared... book, homework, pencil, binder, lined paper
· Remain seated during lectures or anytime the teacher is addressing the class.

· Show respect for all members of the classroom: teacher, students, guests, themselves.

· Take responsibility to find out assignments if absent.

Tardiness:  Students who are not in the classroom at the designated time will be marked tardy.  If a student is more than ten minutes late without an excuse they are marked absent, see handbook.  1st -4th tardy= warning, 5+ tardies = detention.  
Absences:  Students are responsible for finding out assignments if they are absent.  Tests/ Quizzes should be made up before or after school.  If you choose to make up a quiz or test during class you are responsible for any notes/work missed.  Absent work can be found in the absence binder in the back of the room.    

Late Work:  Late work will be accepted for ½ credit up until the chapter test over that material or the end of the marking period, whichever occurs first.  Example: Chapter 4 late work is accepted until the chapter 4 test or end of the marking period, whichever occurs first.

Classroom Procedures:
Entering and Beginning Class
· Walk as you enter the classroom and collect any materials you need for the day as

listed on the board.

· Be sitting quietly in your assigned seat by the time the bell is finished ringing and begin 

            completing the warm up.

· Have your homework out and ready to check when the bell rings.

Writing Utensils

· Have your pencil sharpened and be ready to begin before the bell rings. 

· If you need to sharpen your pencil during a regular class, wait until an appropriate

break or work session to get out of your seat and do so.  

· If you need to sharpen your pencil during a test or quiz, raise your hand and wait

for permission to get out of your seat from the teacher.   

Handling Papers

· Graded assignments will be handed back.
· Make-up assignments will only be given for excused absences.  These assignments can
            be found in the absence binder and it is the students’ responsibility to pick these

            assignments up.  
Absences/Tardies

· It is the students’ responsibility to ask for and collect any work that was assigned

while they were not in class.  Check the absence binder upon return for missed

assignments.

· Students are responsible for notes taken while absent.  Students may ask Mrs. Veldman

            for a copy or borrow from a friend so that their notes are up to date.  

· Missing class on the day of a test or quiz will require the student to come in and

take a make-up test or quiz within one week of returning to school in order to be given credit for the work.  

Hallway Passes      

· You must have your planner with you to receive a hall pass.

· You must sign in and sign out on the hall pass log.

Dismissal 
· Be in your seat when the dismissal bell rings and wait for the teacher to verbally

announce dismissal.

· Upon verbal dismissal stand up, push your chair in, and walk as you exit the

classroom. 

Cheating

· If you are caught cheating, you will receive a zero for the assignment and a referral will be written.  

Testing

· Students may re-take a test they do poorly on.  They may only re-take the test once and the maximum grade they can receive for the test is an 80%.  The re-take must be completed within one week of the graded test being passed back and must be completed before or after school or during the student’s lunch period.  Students cannot complete a test re-take during class.  
· Students may not re-take quizzes.
